fhn Ghana – doctor volunteer information

The Huttel Health Centre serves a population of around 8000 people with 50% being under 15. It is in a rural area with subsistence farming being the main income.
We have all facilities on site
A doctor's consultation room, male and female overnight stay, fully functioning laboratory (Hb, malaria parasites etc), a midwife, a senior nurse, a ward nurse, an auxillary , a watchman, a garderner and a cleaner.

We also have solar power for our electricity needs and a generator for back-up power. The health centre has its own bore hole for fresh water.
Doctors have good accommodation on site: cooking facilities, netted rooms, toilet etc.
We have a midwife that looks after all Obstetric and Gynaecology cases.
· Doctors are not expected to deliver babies

· Doctors are not expected to perform any surgery

Doctors have an opportunity to learn at the local district hospital of Agogo (and stay free of charge), before they start work in the clinic. This time period is up to the volunteer doctor’s discretion.
Minimum volunteer commitment in the Health Centre is 3 months

We require at least 3 years postgraduate experience and the Diploma in Tropical medicine and Hygiene
We have no volunteer fees.

This really is a fantastic opportunity to work in a well run clinic, in rural Africa, with all facilities on site, as part of an NGO, and treat people who really need your input.
What we are offering is an unforgettable experience.
